Quick Tips  
 

DO... 
• Remember to get your “CSPD Certified”  card for entry 

into the Senior Reception. 

• Use FoxNet one-click searches.  Choose “jobs with 
upcoming application deadlines” to review opportuni-
ties. 

• Remember, your resume must be uploaded before you 
apply to a FoxNet job. 

• Click on “calendar” to learn when employers will be 
on campus for info sessions or interviewing.  

• Speak to a CSPD staff member for clarification and 
assistance if FoxNet declines your application. 

• Remember that FoxNet GPA guidelines are set by the 
employers rather than CSPD.  Whenever possible and 
reasonable, the staff will be flexible and try to accom-
modate FoxNet student applications that do not meet 
an employer’s requirements.  

• Be aware of FoxNet application deadline dates and 
application status. 

• Keep your FoxNet profile up-to-date. 
 

DON’T... 
• Use unnecessary filters that will limit your search 

results. 

• Search for positions only by job function. 

• Attach cover letters to FoxNet applications UNLESS 
the employer requires one. 

• Wait to develop your FoxNet job search strategy. 

• Rely only on FoxNet postings to find a job.

Log into FoxNet using your username and pass-

word.  

C - click on CALENDAR (left-hand side of FoxNet 

     homepage). 

S - click on  “SENIOR  RECEPTION.”  A list of em- 

     ployers will appear. 

P - click on each employer name to view the     

      employer PROFILE. 

D - click on jobs (under the employer name) to  

      view the DESCRIPTION(S) for their current 

       job postings. 

 

CSPD RECOMMENDS: 

ONE— CLICK SEARCHES.  Use the FoxNet one-

click searches to simplify your FoxNet job 

search.   For example, “Jobs by upcoming appli-

cation dates” will give you a great overview of 

the latest FoxNet listings with their approaching 

application deadlines.

Organizations.  Check out the “Company

the Fox CSPD Blackboard Organization.

2101 OR Getting Started, Resume Develop-
ment and Resume Critique).  If so, pick up 
your “CSPD Certified” card (390 Speakman).  
You will need this to enter the event on the 
18th. 

• Is your FoxNet profile up-to-date? 

• Is your current resume uploaded in FoxNet?

participating employers? 

• Have you reviewed the FoxNet employer pro-

files? 

• Have you read the corresponding job de-
scriptions? 

• Have you applied to each position in which 
you are interested?
